RCIA NEWS – Congratulations to our RCIA 
participants who completed the second step 
towards Christian Initiation. Last Sunday, within 
the Celebration of Election our two Catechumens, 
HENRY PRESTAGE and HEATHER NEUMANN, 
reaffirmed their desire for the sacraments of 
initiation (Baptism, Confirmation, Eucharist). Bishop 
Campbell, on behalf of the Church, then accepted 
their readiness based on their testimony and that of 
their godparents and RCIA instructors and publicly 
declared them as the “elect,” that is, the chosen and 
admitted by God to initiation in the Catholic Church. 
    Additionally, within last Sunday’s Celebration of 
the Call to Full Communion in the Catholic Church, 
our three candidates – CHRISTINE ROSATI-YOOS, 
AMY ZELEZNIK, and RICHARD KENDALL – who 
have previously received a Christian Baptism, 
affirmed their readiness and desire to now seek the 
sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist. Bishop 
Campbell, on behalf of the Church, recognized the 
desire of each candidate and extended to them the 
Church’s continued support. Please keep our elect 
and candidates in your prayers as they prepare for 
Easter Vigil Initiation Celebration.

The Pontifical College Josephinum’s 2014-2015 
lecture series continues Thursday, March 12, with a 
presentation by Dr. Robert P. George, McCormick 
Professor of Jurisprudence and Director of the James 
Madison Program in American Ideals and Institutions at 
Princeton University. 
    Dr. George is a member of the U.S. Commission 
on International Religious Freedom, and has served 
on the President’s Council on Bioethics and as a 
presidential appointee to the U.S. Commission on Civil 
Rights. He is the author or editor of numerous books 
in the fields of constitutional law, ethics, and legal and 
political philosophy. Dr. George is a member of the 
Council on Foreign Relations, and is Of Counsel to 
the law firm of Robinson & McElwee. In 1994, he was 
Counsel of Record to Mother Teresa in her submission 
to the United States Supreme Court requesting the 
reversal of Roe v. Wade.
